Scott Walker Talks to Scoop at Convention

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Recently while at the GOP convention earlier this month, Milwaukee County Executive Scott
Walker went on the record with me about everything from his large win in his re-election bid to a
possible run for governor to the Milwaukee Brewers. Excerpts from our conversation follow.

RS-Last time we talked Scott, you had just announced that you were going to run for re-election
as Milwaukee County Executive. Now the results are in; and you polled nearly 60% of the vote-
congratulations that is an impressive total in Milwaukee County. 1I’m up in Outagamie County,
which many consider a conservative leaning county and we are having problems pulling 50%-+
of the vote, but you are in heavy left leaning Milwaukee County and pulling about 60%. What’s
the secret?

SW-1 think being proud and bold about being a conservative, having ideals that aren’t just up on
a platform somewhere but that actually resonate in people’s lives and the fact that we have been
aggressive about that. And probably as equally important as that is that we follow through. We
said we weren’t going to raise taxes and in six straight budgets we haven’t done that. We said
we were going to limit the size of government and we’ve done that and we said we were going to
restore some integrity in Milwaukee County’s government and we have acted on that. A lot of
people are suspect of politicians that promise things and don’t deliver them. And unfortunately
some Republicans have been tied to, in many ways, to those politicians in Washington and a few
in Madison.

RS-What advice would you give to John Gard as he campigns up in Outagamie County and the
rest of the 8" District this election cycle?

SW-I think in John’s case, as we heard in his speech last night (see Scoop pgs 5-8), he’s got
some really great ideas for where this country needs to go. In addition to pointing out some of
the reasons why the incumbent has to go-it has to be more than I’m not as bad as Dr. Kagen. It
needs to be ‘this is where we need to take this district” and people will gravitate to that; they



want to go that way-they want some hope and they also know that hope is not a plan it’s just a
dream and John’s got a plan to turn the dream into reality.

RS-You have a vast amount of experience as an executive, developing a budget, and shepherding
it through the process. What lessons have you learned that could be applied at the state level and
that could teach our lawmakers and the governor how to do things in Madison?

SW-The best thing before you even get to the legislative process, I think at least, is learning to
have control over a cabinet, over 5,000 employees. That from our first budget on is the bottom
line; we are not going to raise the tax bill. Every department has had goals and there has been no
moving back from that.

In the first budget as county executive, about half of the cabinet members understood that and
about half of them didn’t-to some it had been the way things had been done in the past-and they
came in with outrageous cuts-taking money away from people in wheelchairs and kids and all of
that. So we came back and re-did their budgets and by the second year and in subsequent years
they have been much more innovative in their positions. So I think in reality you have to show
department heads and ultimately the legislature that you are serious about making it work. It’s
not just about cutting; it’s about saying we should be able to make things work better without
taking more of the taxpayers’ dollars.

The Inside Scoop’s Rick Sense interviewing Scott Walker in October 2007 in Appleton

RS-What would you do, or better yet, what would you counsel the current governor on how to
do this process in a more timely way and in one that it is more respectful of the taxpayer?

SW- Part of that is what we are doing this fall. Should there be a new governor in the future? 1’d
like to have a few more friends in Madison first, so | will be out helping those Senate candidates
going into November because you can talk all you want, as | know with my county board, you
can’t get anything done; and part of it is going to the public. | took a page out of Ronald
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Reagan’s playbook-you remember back in 1981 when he got his major tax cut through with Tip
O’Neil in charge of the Democrats. He did it by using the bully pulpit and went around
Congress and went right to the American people. The same thing is true with the governor. You
run a campaign against this current governor that says we need to put people back to work, we
need to lower taxes, we need to limit government spending, we need to ease regulation and ease
the burden when it comes to litigation. We do all those things and lay out how we are going to
do that and lay the ground work, a map if you will, of how you are going to get things done and
following through on it gets a lot easier.

RS-Any update on the Miller-Coors deal and where the new entity will headquarter?

SW-We meet with various executives and CEO, and chief counsel probably once every other
week or so and | just think they are fluid. There is going to be a strong presence in Milwaukee
and when it comes to the brewery they may even add some employees. The key question is
where do the corporate executives go? | think some will be in Golden, some in Milwaukee. The
other key question still up in the air is will there be some sort of joint office outside those two
communities in a place like San Antonio or Chicago. It wouldn’t be the end of the world; my
preference would certainly be Milwaukee. Not only is Milwaukee a great place, but Miller
actually has a bigger share of the deal so it would make sense to keep the CEO and the key
executive staff right in Milwaukee. Any way that it slices we are going to be prepared to make it
work.

RS-What has been the approach that has been taken to try and convince Miller/Coors to
headquarter here and not elsewhere?

SW-With Miller, I think it has very little to do with government and more about what’s the
efficiency level that they are looking for. Miller’s stated intent was to save $500 million. You
don’t do that with a few tax credits or the other things that can be offered, you do it through good
business sense. We made the argument that it makes more business sense to be here, not just
because of Milwaukee and Wisconsin, but because of our proximity to the Chicago market. We
can draw in talent, you can grow retail market. The thing that makes this unique compared to
other mergers is that you have two products merging that are so driven by retail markets and the
last thing you want to do is offend Colorado or southeastern Wisconsin so | think they have to
tread very carefully and we have kind of played off of that. Make the convincing business case
not just a governmental case.

RS-That seems like the smart approach, because that’s the bottom line to be a successful
business.

SW-You’re right. You can say that’s great that you gave some tax credit and a nice big check
but in the end you can’t match the $500 million and tell them what is the best way to manage
their cost from the business point of view.
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RS-What are your priorities for your next term?

SW-Continue to hold the line on taxes, find better ways to provide services so in this next budget
in particular we can be even more aggressive at contracting out services where it makes sense to
do so. With our legacy cost we feel we can do a whole lot more good without necessarily using
public employees. We also need to expand our partnerships and use our assets better so we can
hold the line on taxes and still provide core services.

RS-Any future plans that may involve running for a different office in the future?

SW-There is no doubt that | am not satisfied with the current governor. When 1 look at the
number one issue out there in the state, | think it’s the economy and jobs specifically.
Unfortunately we have seen a governor here whose broken promises and has unfulfilled slogans
and we need someone who is really going to get this state back to work-and that doesn’t mean
government jobs, it means government getting out of the way of the free enterprise system. I’ve
seen just a glimpse of that in the work of my role currently and it is something | would be
interested in in the future, but I won’t be making anything official until well after the November
elections.

RS-Someone in Appleton has already announced for governor in 2010, do you think that is too
early?

SW-Absolutely. People are focused on the presidential race, on John Gard, on the Assembly and
the Senate and we are going to be out making the case. If | were to run in two years | don’t want
to run just to have my name on the plaque, | want to run to get stuff done and so | am going to
make sure | have some allies, good conservatives in place so we can get things done come
January 2011, so that is the first priority right now.

RS-How important is it for you to make those connections right now with the folks that know
their community, understand their neighborhoods and are capable of developing the key
relationships you need to run a campaign effectively?

SW-One of our challenges looking ahead that we learned 4 years ago is the need to broaden our
base. Not just focus and identify with the folks in southeastern Wisconsin; to not only be known
to people throughout all of Wisconsin, but connected to people-meeting with different people,
our kitchen cabinet, our inner circle. Even our campaign staff is from various parts of the State
of Wisconsin-this also includes what we are trying to do by touring around the state to help out
with this.

RS-When all is said and done in November 2008, what do you think that the pundits are going to
say was the turning point in the election resulting the way it will?

SW-If things work all right, and going back to April 1%, I think winning the vote on the
Frankenstein Veto and winning the Supreme Court race and in a small part in Milwaukee County
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win, it showed that if you are proud, bold and aggressive about being a conservative you can
win. Instead of us being on our heels, if we had candidates that followed through on that-that is
the motivation going into the fall; if we don’t just say we are an alternative to the Democrats but
say we have vision that can work for the State of Wisconsin.

The same is true with John McCain, particularly in Wisconsin, that he has plan that is going to
make things work for people in Wisconsin and in the country that can be his turning point for
victory.

RS-Switching gears Scott, last year about this time we talked about the Brewers. They were in
first place then but now this year they are in fourth kind of struggling to get to .500%. What do
you think needs to be done?

SW-They need to get the relief pitching in gear. We were just with the Ambassador to the
United States from Vietnam the other day and he went to a Brewers game when they were
playing the Diamondbacks and he had left the Brewers game against the Dodgers early the other
day thinking they had a win, but they gave it up again.

They have a great team and the nice thing is they’re only 5-6 games back. They are not out of
the hunt by any stretch of the imagination. You get Ryan (Braun) and Prince (Fielder) hot again
things can get going.

Even early on you had a situation with a relief pitcher that had a ton of saves but also a ton of
blown saves and that suggests that our pitching isn’t setting us up right. We should be blowing
people out, not every game, but we have people that should keep us from having to go a save
situation. They get that fixed and they should go far. There is still huge support though, not just
in Milwaukee, but I think around the state and | think people are hungry for a winner.

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McCain Visits Wisconsin Again

About 1500 people attended a town hall meeting at Martin Luther High School in Greendale
with John McCain on Thursday May 29. The presumptive GOP presidential nominee pointed to
the inexperience of his likely opponent Senator Barack Obama over foreign policy issues. He
again repeated his call for Obama to visit Iraq to see the progress made since his first and only
visit more than 2 years ago.

McCain criticized the inexperienced Obama, for criticizing the war without having met
personally with General David Petraeus or having been to Iraq recently to make his own first
hand assessment.

He (Obama) needs to go and he needs to go now,” McCain said.

McCain discussed the fact the violence in Iraq is declining and called on America to stay in Irag
until the war is done. He said withdrawing our troops too early would be equal to surrender and
allow Iran to strengthen its hand.

Walt Disney
is an interesting study in innovative thinking, project planning and commitment to quality.
About 4 years ago, | discovered an interesting Web site called “Extinct Attractions.com” through
eBay. What intrigued me most about the site was the films that they had had produced that
talked about the planning, projects and production of the theme parks by Walt and the many
other talented Disney Imagineers. The founder of this site is named Dave Oneal. Dave is a
unique individual. His personal life story is one of courage, determination, creativity,
philanthropy, and dedication to his craft and others.

While stuck in traffic in Orange County California the other night, heading home from a day at
work at the Disney Studios, Dave Oneal spent time with me on the phone discussing his life,
projects and future plans. | hope you'll enjoy getting to know Dave as much as | did during our
discussion. Excerpts from our conversation follow.

RS-Dave, you have had a very interesting life story to date. Will you take a few minutes and
walk people through your childhood and your life experience so far?

DO- I was born in 1971. Growing up, we grew up in Southern California and we took a lot of
trips to Disneyland. As a child my family took a lot of trips to Disneyland. The earliest |
remember going to Disneyland was about 1976-1977, so | have a lot of memories of the older
rides at Disneyland.

In 1986 we had an event happen in my life. | was in the house playing with my Star Wars toys
when we had a knock on the door. The sheriff came to our door early in the morning and he
basically kicked us out of our house.

After that my mom came down to us and told us that we were going to basically take a vacation
to Disneyland. She said we're going to go away for a while. She told us we we're going to go to
Disneyland and | thought that that was pretty cool. She took us out of school and took us to
Disneyland and I thought it was going to last for about two weeks. Well what we thought was to
be two weeks ended up being about three years living in various rundown hotels in Anaheim
right next to Disneyland.
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The late Thurl Ravenscroft, the voice of Tony the Tiger and the lead vocalist on “The Haunted Mansion”
song “Grim, Grinning Ghosts,” with Dave during production of one of Dave’s numerous

interview films with Disney Legends.

Back then in the mid-80s there were between 60 to 80 hotels in the circle around Disneyland and
on the outer streets and a lot of these motels had kitchenettes and were kind of residential motels.
What happened eventually was a lot of the big hotels came in the late 60s and early 70s when the
baseball team came in and when the convention center came in at Disneyland making it a world-
class destination. A lot of Hiltons and Hyatts and all those kinds of hotels came in and the
smaller places started catering to either budget travelers or in the case of the times, when there
was a recession in the 1980s actually like the late 70s and early 1980s, a lot of those hotels
became even more rundown and there wasn't a lot going on at Disney as far as new attractions
and things as the focus was on Florida and EPCOT. Things in Anaheim went really bad and it
ended up with a glut of these cheap hotels that you could rent for about $40 a week.

We ended up living there. We didn’t go to school because at the time there was a law in
California that you had to have an address in order to go to a public school and we didn’t have an
address. So instead my mother got us annual passes to Disneyland and we went to Disneyland
every single day of the year rain or shine, sick or not, and for holidays.
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I had a video camera because | wanted to be a filmmaker. |1 would walk around with my brother
he was 6 and | was about 14 at the time and we would walk around Disneyland and I would
shoot everything. We would shoot all the rides and then eventually | wanted to edit so | would
shoot all different angles. | would focus on people or a trash can and get all sorts of interesting
shots. Disneyland was sort of like my test subject.

After a little while we started writing scripts and we would shoot stuff at the park with my
brother as the star. And all that was fine but there was no school going on. We would have a
good time and there was some fun stuff going on.

RS-Like what kind of fun stuff Dave?

DO-We would get there right when the park would open and they would have a ribbon that they
would stretch across Main Street. The characters would come on out and do a little dance and
then one of the kids would get picked from the audience and was given the golden scissors and
run up there with Mickey Mouse and cut the ribbon and all the people would run in and
Disneyland would open. Well my brother started to get to know the Mickey Mouse and back
then there were two people that played Mickey Mouse a short one and a taller one. The short
one liked my brother so whenever we were close enough he would pick my brother to cut the
ribbon and I have all kinds of video footage of this where there he is doing a once in a lifetime
thing and he was doing it on a regular basis, that was fun. Same thing with the Sword in the
Stone, they would pick him to pull the sword out. He would get all kinds of these little perks
here and there. We would go up to the wheelhouse on the Mark Twain Riverboat and we would
hang out and meet all the characters. The guy that played Peter Pan got to know us and all these
other folks would get to know us.

We would go over to the Disneyland Hotel quite regularly because our hotel where we lived
didn’t have any water in the pool and we wanted to go swimming so we would go there. You
know we were two kids that had no idea just how destitute we really were. We were in a
homeless situation, but all we knew was Disneyland every day. Sure we didn’t have any money
and we didn’t have any before so the only thing that was different was that we didn’t have to go
to school, we’d get to film everyday and have fun.

RS-Were you able to plug into any human services?

DO-A lady that worked in the little travel section at the Disneyland Hotel became friends with
us. One day we came back from the Disneyland Hotel to our hotel to have something for dinner.
My mom worked late often and she wasn’t there but it was no big deal. Then it got to be about
midnight and she still wasn’t there. And this was before cell phones, we didn’t hear anything.
This went on for two or three days where she didn’t come back and we started to get really
worried because usually she comes back.

Then we get a knock at our door and it’s my stepdad. We hadn’t seen him in a long time. He
came and picked up my brother, he was my brother’s dad, and then my stepdad beat me up and
took my video camera, took my tapes and took off. I basically was by myself on the street-that
was it, the end of the Disneyland experience.

RS-My goodness Dave, what did you do?

DO-1 walked over to the travel office at the Disneyland Hotel, the office was located right under
the monorail station, and talked to the lady I knew there, the one that was kind of a friend,
because | didn’t know who else to talk to.

I told her the story and she asked me what | was going to do. | said that | was going to go to
Hollywood, make movies, and try to find my mom. | had no resources, no family, no car-didn’t
know how to drive. | had never taken the bus in my life and | had no idea how to get around.
She said if that is what you want to do-take the Greyhound Bus it will pick you up at Disneyland
and drop you off at Hollywood Boulevard. She gave me the money to get there. | went and
stayed there about 6 months, lived on the streets, right there by Grauman's Chinese Theater,
which now is really nice, all these new shops. Back then it was a really a bad and scary place to
be-lots of drugs lots of bad stuff going on including gangs. | was sleeping in a shelter.
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
